Level 3
Pattern of Behavior
The purpose is to identify a pattern of behavior, if available, or describe the offense if no pattern is evident.  The target audience is primarily the law enforcement agency so they can enter offense characteristics into the database and use the information to decide who receives notification.  If the offense history differs among charges or convictions state there is no pattern evident and describe each offense using information listed below.
Identify how offender accessed the victim, the relationship to the victim, if force or weapon was used, behaviors of assault, gender, age ranges and unique characteristics of the assault.  Do not use information that would specifically identify the victim.  This is one area where it may be appropriate to use language from the ECRC Risk Assessment Recommendation Report.
For example:  Mr. X used a position of authority and trust to sexually assault a known prepubescent female on multiple occasions over a period of 3 years.  The sexual assault included.....

Arguments Made by Counsel/Offender
Summarize arguments presented by counsel, statements made by the offender, or information presented to the committee by the offender or counsel.  Word for word documentation is not necessary unless quotes are of significance.  (The information is available on the recording.)
Additional Information
The purpose is to give the audience a summary of the topics discussed at the hearing.  Include information discussed or solicited by the committee and not available in the ECRC packet.  Summarize treatment participation or lack of it.  (There is no need to identify specific treatment programs.)  Summarize participation in additional programming during incarceration if discussed during the meeting.  Identify attitude toward offense/victim if addressed.  Lastly, address where the offender intends to reside upon release or summarize any comments regarding release plans.

Direct quotes are not necessary in this section unless the quote is specifically related to re-offender risk.  Do not repeat information from the recommendation report or the packet.
Findings and Conclusions
“The Committee assigns a Risk Level X on a split / unanimous decision”.  Note the ratio of a split vote and what risk levels were voted for.
Note whether Special Concerns or Mitigating Circumstances were used.  This risk level is in accordance with the assessment tool utilized.” Or “This risk level is in accordance with the assessment tool utilized combined with the Special Concerns notes below.” Or “This risk level is in accordance with the assessment tool utilized combined with the following Mitigating Circumstances.” If mitigating Circumstances are utilized, they must be listed in this section.  If Special Concerns are utilized the appropriate concerns must be noted in the Special Concerns section below.

Note that the offender was reminded of his requirement to register as a Predatory Offender.

Risk Assessment Scale:
Level 1:

-Any predatory offender who has a predicted probability of sexual recidivism below 2.30% on the MnSOST-3.1 (percentile rake of 55% or less) and the ECRC finds no special concerns exist.

-Any predatory offender who scores +3 or lower on the MnSOST-R and the ECRC finds no special concerns exist.

-Any predatory offender who scores 23 or lower on the LSI-R and the ECRC finds no special concerns exist.

-Any predatory offender who scores 60 or lower on the F-SOST and the ECRC finds no special concerns.

Level 2:
-Any predatory offender who scores has a predicted probability of sexual recidivism from 2.30% to 5.79% on the MnSOST-3.1 (percentile rank between 55% and 84%) unless the ECRC determines special concerns or mitigating circumstances exist.

OR any predatory offender who scores has a predicted probability of sexual recidivism below 2.30% on the MnSOST-3.1 and the ECRC determines special concerns exist.

-Any predatory offender who scores from +4 to +7 on the MnSOST-R unless the ECRC determines special concerns or mitigating circumstances exist.

OR any predatory offender who scores from +3 or lower on the MnSOST-R if the ECRC determines special concerns exist.

-Any predatory offender who scores from 24 through 40 on the LSI-R unless the ECRC determines special concerns or mitigating circumstances exist.

OR any predatory offender who scores 23 or less on the LSI-R if the ECRC determines mitigating circumstances exist.

-Any predatory offender who scores from 61 through 90 on the F-SOST unless the ECRC determines mitigating circumstances exist.

OR any predatory offender who scores 60 or less on the F-SOST if the ECRC determines special concerns exist.

Level 3:

-Any predatory offender who scores has a predicted probability of sexual recidivism above 5.80% on the MnSOST-3.1 (percentile rank 85% or higher), unless the ECRC determines mitigating circumstances exist.

OR any predatory offender who scores has a predicted probability of sexual recidivism below 5.80% on the MnSOST-3.1 and the ECRC determines special concerns exist.

-Any predatory offender who scores +8 or higher on the MnSOST-R, unless the ECRC determines mitigating circumstances exist.

OR any predatory offender who scores +7 or lower on the MnSOST-R if the ECRC determines special concerns exist.

-Any predatory offender who scores 41 or higher on the LSI-R, unless the ECRC determines mitigating circumstances exist.

OR any predatory offender who scores 40 or lower on the LSI-R if the ECRC determines special concerns exist.

-Any predatory offender who scores 91 or higher on the F-SOST, unless the ECRC determines mitigating circumstances exist.

OR any predatory offender who scores 90 or less on the F-SOST if the ECRC determines special concerns exist.

-Minnesota Sex Offender Screening Tool – Revised (MnSOST-R) and/or Minnesota Sex Offender Screening Tool – 3.1 (MnSOST-3.1): These screening tools are utilized by the ECRC reviewing male offenders with a sex offending history.
-Level of Service Inventory – Revised (LSI-R): This screening tool is utilized by ECRC reviewing male and female offenders without a sex offending history.

-Female Sex Offender Screening Tool (F-SOST): This screening tool is utilized by ECRC reviewing female offenders with a sex offending history.
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
